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Circular No. (9) of the year 2021

Circular issued by the General Secretariat of the
National Tourism Council regarding

Instructions regarding the Gradual Lifting of COVID-
19 Restrictions, Phase 2 - 18 /06/ 2021.

Dear Managers of Hotel Establishments,
Dear Managers of Tourism Establishments,
Dear Owners of Marine Tourism Transportation,

In reference to Article (3) of the Emiri Decree No. (74) of
the year 2018 regarding the establishment of the
National Tourism Council, which is tasked to work on
enhancing the tourism experience in the State of Qatar,
and follow up its development in legal and regulatory
aspects;

In reference to Item No. (9} of Articie (13) of Law No.
(20) of the year 2018, on the Regulation of Tourism,
which adheres to the instructions issued by the National
Tourism Council in joint coordination with the related
authorities in the State regarding controls of the tourism
activities, hotels, and tourism establishments.

And to aid in the efforls and precautionary measures
taken by the State of Qatar to prevent and limit the
spread of the Coronavirus (COVID-19), and to
supplement the previous circulars issued by the National
Tourism Council in this regard.

The following has been decided:

1. To raise the number of mn-office statf 1o 80%, while
limiting the necessary meetings to a maximum of 15
people, inclusive of 5 unvaccinated employees.
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. To permit wedding parties at hotels and wedding

venues at a 40% capacity, provided that 75% of the
attendees are fully vaccinated.

To allow a selected group of exhibitions,
conferences, and fairs at a 30% capacity, following a
risk assassment and approval from MOPH.

. To allow Qatar Clean certified restaurants to operate
outdoor dining at 50% capacity which translates into
3 square meters per seat and indoor dining at 30%
capacity which translales into 5 square meters per
seat. All customers of indoor dining have to be fully
vaccinated (see allowed capacity calculation table in
exhibit 1)

. To allow all non-Qatar Clean certified restaurants
that adhers to MoPH approved requirements 1o
operate outdoor dining al 30% capacity which
translates into 5 square meters per seat and indoor
dining at 15% capacity which translates into 10
square meters per seat. All customers of indoor
dining have to be fully vaccinated (see approved
MoPH reqguirements and allowed capacity
calculation table in exhibit 1),

. To continue allowing the rental of boats, tourist
yachts, and dhow boats, with a maximum capacity of

15 people, inclusive of 3 unvaccinated people,

provided that all the boat staff are fully vaccinated.

. To continue operations of the beauty and hair salons
with a capacity not exceeding 30%, provided that all
customers and employees are fully vaccinated,
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8, To raise gyms, fraining clubs, and spas to 40 %
capacity, provided that all customers and employees
are fully vaccinated.

9. To continue operations of outdoor swimming pools
at 30% capacity, and at a 20% capacity of Indoor
swimming pools’, provided that all customers are
fully vaccinated.

10. To continue operations of outdoor amusement parks
and entertainment centers at a capacity of 30%, and
al a 20% capacity for indoor amusement parks and
centers, provided that 75% of customers are fully

vaccinated.

11. To allow gatherings of up 1o 10 peopie in hotel
beaches, with a capacity not exceeding 40%.

The officlals of the National Touwrism Council, in
coordination with the officials at the Ministry of Public
Health and the officials of other relevant authorites of
the State, shall continuousty inspect hotels and touristic
areas to ensure their compliance with the provisions of
the Tourism Law No. (20) of the year 2018, and
instructions issued according to it

This circular shall be effective as of Friday, 18/06/2021,
until further notice.

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Exhibit 1: Restaurant requirements for Gradual

Lifting of COVID-19 Restrictions, Phase 2

First: Restaurants may resume operations indoors and
outdocrs. The minimum size threshold to operate
indoors is 12 square meters (sq.m) of indoor dining
space. If restaurants are not eligible, they may continue

to offer outdoor dining, delivery and takeaway.

Second: All efigible restaurants must adhere to the

below instructions at all times.

Allowed capacity for restaurants

* Restaurants must follow the below outlined
capacity restrictions according to the restaurants
dining space, The dining space {sq. m) should be
divided by the sq. m per seat mentioned below 1o
determine the maximum capacity allowed under
the current capacity constraints (number of seats
allowed at any given tima),
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* Dining tables should be limted to a max of 5
guests excluding children aged 16 or younger, and
8 guests including children aged 16 or younger.

e Allowed indoor & outdoor dining space capacity
shoutd be clearly separately indicated at the
entrance of the establishment.

* Dining lables should be arranged 2 meters apart
(indoors & outdoors) and clearly mark tables and
seals nol for use due to capacity constraints.

e Floor markings should be set up to ensure
physical distancing ol 1.5 melers for cuslomers
and/or employees (i.e., entrances, cashier, loilet,
kitchen, dining area).

Regulating entry

« Point of entry should be regulated to ensure
premises do not become overcrowded and indoor
occupancy is abided by.

» Ehteraz should be checked daily for all customers
and staff (green status will only be allowed on the
premises).

e Only vaccinated Individuals should be aliowed to
acess indoor dining areas (proof of vaccination
should be provided by all individuals).

o Individuals' temperatures should be taken, and
entry should be refused for any customer and/or
staff if temperature is above 37 .8 degrees Celsius.

« Children aged 16 or younger may be allowed entry
provided they are accompanied by fully vaccinated
parents

All unvaccinated restaurant staff should perform the
COVID-19 rapid antigen test on a weekly basis.
The employer will bear the cost of the rapid antigen
test for all unvaccinated staff on a weekly basis as
well as keep records verifying that tests have been
completed

Restaurants should have health screening and
safety protocols for their employees Including
temperature checks at the start of every shift,
change of masks and gloves at least twice per day
unless damaged, we!l or soiled, frequent hand
washing and sanitizing (e.g., before and after
prepanng/serving food, interacting with customers,
etc.)

Restaurants should Instruct employees who are
sick or feeling unwell to stay home and follow
MOPH lines for self )

Restaurants should display at least one visible
signage to remind customers and employeses of
COVID guidelines (e.g., how to use masks,

sanitizers, gloves).

Cleaning and disinfection

Deep cleaning and disinfection procedures should
be conducted before the re-opening of the
establishment,

Establishment should clean and disinfect all areas
with employee and customer touchpoints @s _per
MoPH guxielines.

Alcohol spray/hand sanitizers should be provided at
the point of entry, reception, toilets and employee
areas.

« Customers should be instructed to wear masks
when moving from their table.

= Alcohoi spray’hand sanitizers should be provided
on every used dining table.

« Establishments should prohibit all type of smoking
indoors and should continue to prohibit shisha
outdoors.

= Establishments should prohibit any buffet feod
SeIvices

Third: All restaurants shoukd continue to follow regular
hygiene standards issued by MoPH.

Fourth: Violation of these rules at any time will expose
the restaurant 1o legal accountability (including license
suspension and financial penalties).
